 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 17

   (xix) the State Archives for preservation, conservation, proper care, 4 

restoration, and transportation of fine art or decorative art that is: 5 

 

    1. in the custody of the Commission on Artistic Property; and 6 

 

    2. owned by or loaned to the State; AND 7 

 

   (XX) THE STATE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION TO CARRY OUT 8 

THE REQUIREMENTS OF TITLE 1, SUBTITLE 3 OF THE EDUCATION ARTICLE 9 

BEGINNING JULY 1, 2023, THROUGH JULY 1, 2029; 10
