SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That:

(c) The = oree Chair of the Senate Judicial Proceedings
Committee and Chair of the House Judlclarv Committee shall designate the chair of the
Task Force.

(d)  The Office of the Attorney General shall provide staff for the Task Force.
(e) A member of the Task Force:
(1) may not receive compensation as a member of the Task Force; but

(2) 1s entitled to reimbursement for expenses under the Standard State
Travel Regulations, as provided in the State budget.

® The Task Force shall:
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(1) study and make recommendations regarding a method for classifying

crimes and civil offenses under State law; and

(2) identify and logically categorize all crimes and civil offenses that exist
under State law.

(2) On or before Beeember31-2024. December 31, 2023, the Task Force shall
report its findings and recommendations to the Governor and, in accordance with § 2—1257
of the State Government Article, the General Assembly.
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SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect June
1, 2023. It shall remain effective for a period of 2=ea®s 1 year and 1 month and, at the end
of June 30, 2025 2024, this Act, with no further action required by the General Assembly,
shall be abrogated and of no further force and effect.
