AN ACT concerning 1

FOR the purpose of requiring the Governor to include a certain amount of funding in the 3 

annual budget bill for the State Department of Education to provide grants to local 4 

school systems for expenses related to certain student field trips; and generally 5 

relating to funding for local school systems for student field trips.

  (4) THE DESTINATION OF THE FIELD TRIP; AND 5 

 

  (5) THE TYPE OF EXPENSES FOR WHICH THE GRANT WAS USED 6 

MUSEUMS OF CULTURAL IMPORT. 7 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 8
