 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 20

ELIGIBLE FOR ASSISTANCE UNDER THE STATE PROGRAM. 5 

 

  (2) “FAMILY” INCLUDES A PREFERENCE CATEGORY ESTABLISHED 6 

UNDER § 4–2906(B) OF THIS SUBTITLE. 7 

 

 (E) “HOUSING ASSISTANCE PAYMENT” MEANS THE MONTHLY ASSISTANCE 8 

PAYMENT PAID FOR A FAMILY UNDER THE STATE PROGRAM. 9 

 

 (F) “HOUSING CHOICE VOUCHER PROGRAM” MEANS THE PROGRAM 10 

ESTABLISHED UNDER 24 C.F.R. PART 982. 11 

 

 (G) “LIVE–IN AIDE” MEANS AN INDIVIDUAL THAT:  12 

 

  (1) MEETS THE REQUIREMENTS UNDER 24 C.F.R. § 5.403; AND  13 

 

  (2) RESIDES WITH AN ELDERLY OR DISABLED INDIVIDUAL WHO 14 

RECEIVES ASSISTANCE UNDER THE STATE PROGRAM. 15 

 

 (H) “PAYMENT STANDARD” MEANS THE MAXIMUM MONTHLY HOUSING 16 

ASSISTANCE PAYMENT FOR A FAMILY ASSISTED UNDER THE STATE PROGRAM. 17 

 

 (I) (1) “PUBLIC HOUSING AGENCY” MEANS AN ENTITY AUTHORIZED BY 18 

THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT TO ADMINISTER 19
