  (4) Increase consumer awareness and demand for zero emission electric 26 

vehicles through public outreach;  27 

 

  (5) Make recommendations regarding monetary and nonmonetary 28 

incentives to support zero emission electric vehicle ownership and maximize private sector 29 

investment in zero emission electric vehicles;  30

  (2) On or before June 30, [2020] 2024 2026, the Council shall submit a 12 

final report of its work and recommendations to the Governor and, in accordance with §  13 

2–1257 of the State Government Article, the General Assembly. 14 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 15
