SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

THE DISTRICT COURT MAY NOT, IN AID OF ENFORCEMENT OR EXECUTION OF
A MONEY JUDGMENT RESULTING FROM A SMALL CLAIM ACTION UNDER § 4-405 OF
THIS ARTICLE, ORDER AN INDIVIDUAL TO:

(1) APPEAR FOR AN EXAMINATION; OR
(2) ANSWER INTERROGATORIES.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2023.
