On page 5, after line 25, insert:

“SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That:

(@)  This Act shall remain in effect until federal law no longer authorizes the

states to adopt and enforce provisions of the type authorized under this Act.
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(b) The Board of Public Works shall notify the Department of Legislative
Services within 5 days after the federal government enacts a law described in subsection
(a) of this section and, as of the date the law becomes effective, this Act, with no further
action required by the General Assembly, shall be abrogated and of no further force and
effect.”;
