A BILL ENTITLED
AN ACT concerning

Maryland Emergency Management Agency, Department of Transportation, and
Department of the Environment — Flood Mitigation Comprehensive Study
— Montgomery County and Prince George’s County

FOR the purpose of requiring the Maryland Emergency Management Agency, the
Department of Transportation, and the Department of the Environment to study
flooding in Montgomery County and Prince George’s County; and generally relating
to flooding in Montgomery County and Prince George’s County.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That:

(a) The Maryland Emergency Management Agency, the Department of
Transportation, and the Department of the Environment shall study flooding in
Montgomery County and Prince George’s County.

(b) The study shall:

(1) analyze historic flooding in Montgomery County and Prince George’s
County;

(2)  evaluate existing and potential flood prevention and control measures,
including physical infrastructure;

(3) examine environmental issues associated with flooding in Montgomery
County and Prince George’s County; and

(4) develop recommendations, including long— and short—term solutions,
on addressing the impacts of flooding and associated environmental issues in Montgomery
County and Prince George’s County.

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(c) On or before October 15, 2024, the Maryland Emergency Management Agency,
the Department of Transportation, and the Department of the Environment shall report
the findings and recommendations to the Governor, the members of the Montgomery
County Senate Delegation to the General Assembly, the members of the Montgomery
County House Delegation to the General Assembly, the members of the Prince George’s
County Senate Delegation to the General Assembly, the members of the Prince George’s
County House Delegation to the General Assembly, the President of the Senate, the
Speaker of the House, and, in accordance with § 2—1257 of the State Government Article,
the General Assembly.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July
1, 2024.
