development and implementation of anaerobic digestion technology; and generally 7 

relating to anaerobic digestion technology.

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 15

ENSURE ANAEROBIC DIGESTION TECHNOLOGY PROJECTS ARE NOT UNDULY 24

 (B) (1) THE DEPARTMENT, IN COORDINATION WITH THE MARYLAND 2 

ENERGY ADMINISTRATION, THE DEPARTMENT OF THE ENVIRONMENT, AND THE 3 

DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE, SHALL ESTABLISH GUIDANCE FOR FARMERS 4 

REGARDING THE DEVELOPMENT AND IMPLEMENTATION OF ANAEROBIC DIGESTION 5 

TECHNOLOGY. 6

   (III) RELEVANT REGULATIONS FOR WASTE SYSTEMS, 12 

INCLUDING FOR SYSTEMS THAT INCORPORATE ANIMAL WASTE AND OTHER 13 

RESOURCES, SUCH AS FOOD WASTE. 14 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 15
