 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 3 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 4

 (a) In granting or denying an application for a loan, a licensee may not 7 

discriminate against any loan applicant only on the basis of race, color, creed, national 8 

origin, sex, marital status, [or] age, OR MILITARY STATUS, AS DEFINED IN § 20–101 OF 9 

THE STATE GOVERNMENT ARTICLE. 10 

 

 (b) (1) A licensee is not in violation of this section if the licensee is in 11 

compliance with the federal Equal Credit Opportunity Act and the regulations adopted 12 

under that act. 13 

 

  (2) Denying an application for a loan by an applicant who is a minor is not 14 

discrimination on the basis of age. 15 

 

12–503. 16 

 

 (b) (1) A seller or financial institution may not discriminate solely on the basis 17 

of sex, marital status, geographic area of residence, neighborhood of residence, [or] age, OR 18 

MILITARY STATUS, AS DEFINED IN § 20–101 OF THE STATE GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, 19 

against a buyer who wishes to establish an account. Refusal to establish an account for a 20 

buyer who is under the age of 18 is not discrimination solely on the basis of age. 21 

 

  (2) An application, questionnaire, or other written document used to 22 

establish credit for an applicant may not contain any reference to the race, creed, color, [or] 23 

national origin, OR MILITARY STATUS, AS DEFINED IN § 20–101 OF THE STATE 24 

GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, of the applicant. 25 

 

  (3) An investigation made for the purpose of establishing credit for an 26 

applicant may not contain any information pertaining to the race, creed, color, [or] national 27 

origin, OR MILITARY STATUS, AS DEFINED IN § 20–101 OF THE STATE GOVERNMENT 28 

ARTICLE, of the applicant. 29 

 

12–603. 30 

 

 A seller or sales finance company may not discriminate against a buyer solely on the 31 

basis of the sex, marital status, geographic area of residence, neighborhood of residence, 32 

[or] age, OR MILITARY STATUS, AS DEFINED IN § 20–101 OF THE STATE 33 
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GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, of the buyer. Refusal to grant credit to a buyer who is under the 1 

age of 18 is not discrimination solely on the basis of age. 2

 (a) The General Assembly finds that there is a need to insure that the various 4 

financial institutions and other persons and firms engaged in the extension of credit 5 

exercise their responsibility to make credit available with fairness, impartiality, and 6 

without discrimination on the basis of sex or marital status. Economic stabilization would 7 

be enhanced, and competition among the various financial institutions and other persons 8 

and firms engaged in the extension of credit would be strengthened by an absence of 9 

discrimination on the basis of sex, marital status, race, color, religion, national origin, [or] 10 

age (provided the applicant has capacity to contract), OR MILITARY STATUS, AS DEFINED 11 

IN § 20–101 OF THE STATE GOVERNMENT ARTICLE. 12 

 

 (b) It is the purpose of this subtitle to require that financial institutions and other 13 

persons and firms engaged in the extension of credit do not deny credit on the basis of sex, 14 

marital status, race, color, religion, national origin, [or] age (provided the applicant has 15 

capacity to contract), OR MILITARY STATUS, AS DEFINED IN § 20–101 OF THE STATE 16 

GOVERNMENT ARTICLE. 17

the parent or guardian of a current or prospective student on the basis of race, ethnicity, 7 

color, religion, sex, age, national origin, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, 8 

[or] disability, OR MILITARY STATUS; 9 

 

   (ii) Refuse enrollment of a prospective student, expel a current 10 

student, or withhold privileges from a current student, a prospective student, or the parent 11 

or guardian of a current or prospective student because of an individual’s race, ethnicity, 12 

color, religion, sex, age, national origin, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, 13 

[or] disability, OR MILITARY STATUS; or 14 

 

   (iii) Discipline, invoke a penalty against, or take any other retaliatory 15 

action against a student or parent or guardian of a student who files a complaint alleging 16 

that the program or school discriminated against the student, regardless of the outcome of 17 

the complaint.”.

  (2) A notice or an advertisement may indicate a preference, limitation, 26

   [(ix)] (X) race; 16 

 

   [(x)] (XI) religious affiliation, belief, or opinion; 17 

 

   [(xi)] (XII) sex; or 18 

 

   [(xii)] (XIII) sexual orientation. 19 

 

  (2) A personnel action may be taken with regard to age, sex, or disability 20 

to the extent that age, sex, or physical or mental qualification is required by law or is a 21 

bona fide occupational qualification. 22 

 

 (c) (1) Each State employee is expected to assume personal responsibility and 23 

leadership in ensuring fair employment practices and equal employment opportunity in 24 

Maryland State government. 25 

 

  (2) Employment discrimination and harassment by State managers, 26 

supervisors, or other employees is prohibited. 27 
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  (3) A State employee who violates this subtitle is subject to disciplinary 1 

action by the employee’s appointing authority, including the termination of State 2 

employment.

 (d) The Equal Employment Opportunity Program in Title 5, Subtitle 2 of this 4 

article governs all employees of any unit in the Executive Branch of State government, 5 

including a unit with an independent personnel system. 6

Opportunity Program established in § 5–202 of this article to the Joint Committee on Fair 8 

Practices and State Personnel Oversight. 9 

 

  (2) The head of a personnel system in the Legislative and Judicial branches 10 

may report periodically on equal employment opportunity programs and policies in effect 11 

in that personnel system to the Joint Committee on Fair Practices and State Personnel 12 

Oversight. 13 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That Section 1 of this Act may not 14 

be applied or interpreted to limit the authority granted to the Attorney General under Title 15 

20, Subtitle 10, Part III of the State Government Article.  16 

 

 SECTION 2. 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 17
