PERINATAL SYSTEM STANDARDS AND PERINATAL PALLIATIVE CARE PROTOCOLS
FOR REPRODUCTIVE HEALTH CARE PROVIDERS.

(B) EACH REPRODUCTIVE HEALTH CARE PROVIDER SHALL COMPLY
WITH THE PERINATAL CARE STANDARDS AND PERINATAL PALLIATIVE CARE
