On page 2, in line 11, after “SHALL” insert “PROMINENTLY”; strike beginning
with “LIST” in line 11 down through “REQUIREMENT” in line 13 and substitute
“STATEMENT THAT AN APPLICANT MAY NOT BE REQUIRED TO PROVIDE
ADDITIONAL EVIDENCE OF ENGLISH PROFICIENCY IF THE APPLICANT HOLDS A
VALID, UNRESTRICTED LICENSE, CERTIFICATION, OR REGISTRATION FROM
ANOTHER STATE THAT REQUIRES EVIDENCE OF ENGLISH PROFICIENCY FOR
LICENSURE, CERTIFICATION, OR REGISTRATION”.
