 (a) A person is guilty of reckless driving if [he] THE PERSON drives a motor 29 

vehicle: 30 

 

  (1) In wanton or willful disregard for the safety of persons or property; [or] 31 

 

  (2) In a manner that indicates a wanton or willful disregard for the safety 32 

of persons or property; OR 33 
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  (3) AT A SPEED AT LEAST 30 MILES PER HOUR ABOVE THE POSTED 1 

SPEED LIMIT. 2 

 

 (b) A person is guilty of negligent driving if [he] THE PERSON drives a motor 3 

vehicle in a careless or imprudent manner that endangers any property or the life or person 4 

of any individual. 5 

 

 (c) (1) A person convicted of a violation of subsection (a) of this section is 6 

subject to IMPRISONMENT NOT EXCEEDING 60 DAYS OR a fine not exceeding $1,000 OR 7 

BOTH. 8 

 

  (2) A PERSON CONVICTED OF A VIOLATION OF SUBSECTION (B) OF 9 

THIS SECTION IS SUBJECT TO A FINE NOT EXCEEDING $750. 10

more of the following offenses at the same time or during a single and continuous period of 13

DEVICE OR LEAVING ROADWAY TO AVOID TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICE); 16

 (B) A PERSON CONVICTED OF A VIOLATION OF THIS SECTION IS SUBJECT TO 18 

A FINE NOT EXCEEDING $1,000. 19
