THAT ALLOWS EACH STUDENT TO SUBMIT A CERTIFICATE OF DENTAL HEALTH TO 25 

THE STUDENT’S PUBLIC SCHOOL BEGINNING IN THE 2027–2028 SCHOOL YEAR, IN 26 

ACCORDANCE WITH § 7–402.1 OF THE EDUCATION ARTICLE. 27 

 

 (D) THE DEPARTMENT SHALL ADOPT REGULATIONS TO CARRY OUT THIS 28 

SECTION. 29
