Maryland Department of Transportation — Electric Vehicle Charging
Infrastructure Expansion — Plans and Programs

FOR the purpose of requiring the Maryland Department of Transportation, in consultation
with the Maryland Energy Administration, to make certain estimations and
determinations regarding electric vehicles and electric vehicle charging
infrastructure; requiring the Department, in consultation with the Maryland Energy
Administration, to develop plans and implement programs to increase the electric
vehicle charging infrastructure in the State; and generally relating to electric
vehicles and electric vehicle charging infrastructure.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - Transportation

2-114.

(A) THE DEPARTMENT, IN CONSULTATION WITH THE MARYLAND ENERGY
ADMINISTRATION, SHALL:

(1) ESTIMATE THE NUMBER OF ELECTRIC VEHICLES IN OPERATION
IN THE STATE NECESSARY TO ACHIEVE THE GOALS OF § 2-1205(C)(2) OF THE
ENVIRONMENT ARTICLE; AND

EXPLANATION: CAPITALS INDICATE MATTER ADDED TO EXISTING LAW.

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(2) ESTIMATE THE NUMBER AND DETERMINE THE DENSITY AND
LOCATION OF PUBLIC AND PRIVATE ELECTRIC VEHICLE CHARGING STATIONS
NECESSARY TO CONVENIENTLY SUSTAIN THE NUMBER OF VEHICLES ESTIMATED
UNDER ITEM (1) OF THIS SUBSECTION.

(B) THE DEPARTMENT, IN CONSULTATION WITH THE MARYLAND ENERGY
ADMINISTRATION:

(1) SHALL DEVELOP PLANS AND IMPLEMENT PROGRAMS TO
INCREASE THE ELECTRIC VEHICLE CHARGING INFRASTRUCTURE NECESSARY TO
ACHIEVE THE GOALS OF § 2-1205(C)(2) OF THE ENVIRONMENT ARTICLE AND
SUPPORT THE NUMBER OF VEHICLES ESTIMATED UNDER SUBSECTION (A)(1) OF
THIS SECTION; AND

(2) MAY ADOPT REGULATIONS TO IMPLEMENT THE PLANS AND
PROGRAMS DEVELOPED UNDER ITEM (1) OF THIS SUBSECTION.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2025.
