 (B) AN ENTITY SUBJECT TO THIS SECTION THAT COVERS THE DELIVERY OF 11 

ANESTHESIA FOR A PROCEDURE FOR WHICH A LICENSED MEDICAL PROFESSIONAL 12 

ISSUES AN ORDER: 13 

 

  (1) SHALL PROVIDE COVERAGE FOR THE DELIVERY OF ANESTHESIA 14 

FOR THE ENTIRE DURATION OF THE PROCEDURE; AND 15 

 

  (2) MAY NOT PLACE TIME LIMITATIONS ON THE DELIVERY OF 16 

ANESTHESIA. 17 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall apply to all 18 

policies, contracts, and health benefit plans issued, delivered, or renewed in the State on or 19 

after January 1, 2026. 20 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 21 

January 1, 2026. 22
