 (B) THE CONSTITUENT SERVICES LIAISON SHALL BE SUBJECT TO REMOVAL 4 

BY THE PRESIDENT OF THE COUNTY BOARD IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE TERMS OF 5 

THE EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT REQUIRED UNDER SUBSECTION (A)(2) OF THIS 6

 (C) THE CONSTITUENT SERVICES LIAISON SHALL: 8 

 

  (1) ACT AS THE LIAISON BETWEEN THE COUNTY BOARD AND 9 

MEMBERS OF THE COMMUNITY; 10 

 

  (2) ASSIST COMMUNITY MEMBERS IN ACCESSING SERVICES OF ANNE 11 

ARUNDEL COUNTY PUBLIC SCHOOLS AND OTHER STATE AND COUNTY  12 

EDUCATION–RELATED SERVICES; AND 13 

 

  (3) ENGAGE COMMUNITY PARTNERS AND LOCAL ORGANIZATIONS TO 14 

ADVANCE THE STRATEGIC GOALS OF ANNE ARUNDEL COUNTY PUBLIC SCHOOLS. 15 

 

 (D) THE CONSTITUENT SERVICES LIAISON SHALL RECEIVE AN ANNUAL 16 

SALARY OF $120,000. 17
