 (B) ON OR BEFORE DECEMBER 1, 2025, AND EVERY 2 MONTHS 1 

THEREAFTER, IN COORDINATION WITH EACH UNIT OF STATE GOVERNMENT, THE 2 

DEPARTMENT SHALL UPDATE AS NEEDED ALL LICENSES, FORMS, CERTIFICATES, 3 

PERMITS, APPLICATIONS, AND REGISTRATIONS AVAILABLE ON MARYLAND 4 

ONESTOP. 5 

 

 (C) (1) ON OR BEFORE JULY 1, 2026, IN COORDINATION WITH THE 6 

DEPARTMENT, EACH COUNTY AND MUNICIPAL CORPORATION SHALL MAKE 7 

AVAILABLE ON MARYLAND ONESTOP ALL COUNTY OR MUNICIPAL LICENSES, 8

  (2) ON OR BEFORE SEPTEMBER 1, 2026, AND EVERY 2 MONTHS 10 

THEREAFTER, EACH COUNTY AND MUNICIPAL CORPORATION SHALL UPDATE AS 11 

NEEDED ALL COUNTY OR MUNICIPAL LICENSES, FORMS, CERTIFICATES, PERMITS, 12 

APPLICATIONS, AND REGISTRATIONS AVAILABLE ON MARYLAND ONESTOP. 13 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 14 

October 1, 2025. 15
