 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 13

 (A) IN THIS SECTION, “CUSTODIAL INTERROGATION” RETAINS ITS 17

 (B) (1) THERE IS A REBUTTABLE PRESUMPTION THAT A STATEMENT 19 

MADE BY A MINOR DURING A CUSTODIAL INTERROGATION IS INVOLUNTARY AND IS 20 

INADMISSIBLE IN A JUVENILE OR CRIMINAL PROCEEDING AGAINST THE MINOR IF 21 

THE LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER INTENTIONALLY USED INFORMATION KNOWN BY 22 

THE OFFICER TO BE FALSE IN ORDER TO ELICIT THE STATEMENT. 23 
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  (2) THE PRESUMPTION DESCRIBED IN PARAGRAPH (1) OF THIS 1 

SUBSECTION MAY BE REBUTTED BY CLEAR AND CONVINCING EVIDENCE THAT THE 2 

STATEMENT WAS VOLUNTARY AND NOT MADE IN RESPONSE TO THE FALSE 3 

INFORMATION USED BY THE LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER TO ELICIT THE 4 

STATEMENT. 5 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 6
