FOR the purpose of prohibiting a cooperative housing corporation, condominium
association, or homeowners association from requiring certain sensitive information
of certain individuals as a condition for access to a shared recreational area; and
generally relating to recreational common areas of cooperative housing corporations,
condominiums, and homeowners associations.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2025.
