 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 12 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 13

 (A) [A] EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN SUBSECTION (B) OF THIS SECTION, A record 16 

relating to an administrative or criminal investigation of misconduct by a police officer, 17 

including an internal affairs investigatory record, a hearing record, and records relating to 18 

a disciplinary decision, may not be: 19

  (2) destroyed by a law enforcement agency. 21 
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 (B) FOR A MATTER REVIEWED BY AN ADMINISTRATIVE CHARGING 1 

COMMITTEE, A RECORD RELATING TO AN ADMINISTRATIVE INVESTIGATION OF 2 

MISCONDUCT BY A POLICE OFFICER, INCLUDING THE COMPLAINT OF MISCONDUCT, 3 

SHALL BE EXPUNGED 3 YEARS AFTER THE ADMINISTRATIVE CHARGING COMMITTEE 4 

DETERMINES THAT THE POLICE OFFICER WILL NOT BE ADMINISTRATIVELY 5 

CHARGED. 6 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 7
