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 (B) THE INTERAGENCY COMMISSION SHALL ADOPT REGULATIONS THAT 1

  (1) THE DATA TO BE COLLECTED; AND 3 

 

  (2) THE MEANS AND FREQUENCY OF REPORTING. 4 

 

 (C) THE INTERAGENCY COMMISSION SHALL ANALYZE THE DATA 5 

COLLECTED UNDER SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION AND PROVIDE 6 

RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE COUNTY BOARD FOR IMPROVING SCHOOL BUILDING 7 

ENERGY EFFICIENCY AND USAGE. 8 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 9
