As a Public Housing Authority (PHA), the Housing Authority of the City of College  Park 
(HACCP) serves seniors and disabled persons.     HACCP is a small PHA, comprised of the 
108-unit high rise in College Park MD, Attick Towers. Within its households, Attick Towers 
houses approximately 120 residents. The vision of HACCP is to meet the needs of our 
community by providing decent, safe, and affordable housing. The mission is to promote self 
sufficiency, personal growth, and neighborhood revitalization by maximizing their resources 
and maintaining the fiscal goals of this Agency.

3.6.1 Sprinklers and Standpipes    The property is a 8 story high rise, with approximately 120 
senior or disabled persons. The building does not currently include a fire sprinkler system in 
accordance with NFPA 101 and IBC 903.2.8. s.             Inclusion of a fire sprinkler system in 
accordance with the above referenced standard is recommended and has been included in the 
proposed rehabilitation due to the population we serve. There presumably exists one (1)-hour 
fire-rated construction (vertically and horizontally), in accordance with the legacy model code 
in place at the time of original construction, between each unit at the property. There are 
limited areas served by existing fire sprinkler systems. Upgrading or refitting the building 
with fire sprinkler systems is proposed at the time of the rehabilitation, in accordance with 
NFPA 101, NFPA 13 and NFPA 13R, as applicable.

28. Comments

The building currently lacks a fire sprinkler system, as stipulated by NFPA 101 and IBC
903.2.8. While it is acknowledged that such a system may not have been mandatory at the
time of construction, contemporary standards necessitate the installation of fire sprinkler
systems for residential occupancies and other classifications. 

It is recommended to incorporate a fire sprinkler system that aligns with these standards, and 
this has been factored into the proposed rehabilitation cost estimate. Standpipes are installed 
within the
stairwells, and it is assumed that the outlet and riser distribution aligns with the legacy
model code that was applicable during the original construction.
