MEOR Maryland (also known as The Maryland Jewish Experience) is a campus-based 
organization dedicated to extending Jewish learning opportunities to the broadest spectrum of 
Jewish students at the University of Maryland, College Park. Through timely classes, lively 
discussions, transformative trips and other programming, our goal is to inspire a life-long love 
affair with Jewish learning and living. We welcome people of all backgrounds and cultures to 
participate, and foster an embracing community ethic.
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11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit length to visible area)

MEOR Maryland is a not-for-profit educational and community organization. We have been 
operating for over 20 years, investing a tremendous amount into the College Park community. 
However, until 2020 we were nomadic, shifting from rental to rental.    With significant 
neighborhood support, we identified and purchased a property in August 2020, with the 
express purpose of building an expansion on the abundant land behind the existing home. 
Thus began a multi-year due diligence and architectural process, which heavily involved local 
stakeholders - Historic Preservation Committee, Local Area Council, as well as our County 
Council members. After several years, and with wonderful local backing, we completed all of 
our plans and secured permits. We also raised a chunk of funding, but a gap in this area does 
remain.  We are excited to create this special center to welcome students and local community 
members for meaningful dialogue and service for many years to come.
