The Queen's County Arts Council / Centre for the Artsis a cultural focal point and community
center with many partnerships within Queen Anne's County. We also reach beyond Queen
Anne's County and serve other Maryland Counties and have alarge following of
intergenerational and diverse participants. We provide gallery exhibits, summer and winter
concerts, plays, workshops, classes and other cultural activities being sought by our
community. In FY 24 our Arts Council served 25,623 people on the Eastern Shore. This
continuing renovation will allow more art and education services for an additional 2500
peoplein the first year such as multimedia art classes. Space for youth and adult education
programs in music, history, literary lectures, etc. Our Coffee House 206 Concert Series and
open mic nights provides much needed entertainment for a county that lacks alternatives.

In 2019, in recognition of the important role that the Queen Anne's County Arts Council plays
in the cultural, social and educational life of Queen Anne's County, the County
Commissioners donated a county storage / maintenance building to the Arts Council with the
understanding that it would be totally renovated so the Arts Council could better serve the
community. It isideally located on the adjacent parcel to our arts center in a Centreville
historic district, and for the first time in our history will allow use to have on site parking. The
exterior renovations are 85% complete. All that remains is the interior renovations and
exterior landscaping and parking. This continuing renovation will allow more art and
education services for an additional 2500 people in the first year such as art classesin
painting, drawing and multimedia, space for education programsin music, history, literary
lectures, and our Coffee House 206 Concert Series.
