10. Description and Purpose of Organization (Limit length to visible area)

Valley Little League is a501(c)(3) nonprofit organization affiliated with Little League
Baseball Inc. The organization's purpose is to organize and operate little league baseball and
softball for youth ages 4-16 in Chewsville and Smithsburg, MD and the surrounding areas.
Operations include providing uniforms, instruction, equipment and field maintenance for
approximately 20-25 teams, including tee ball, minor league, major league, intermediate,
junior, and senior league levels.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit length to visible area)

The organization is embarking on itsfirst year of softball operations; as aresult, we are
anticipating significant growth in our registration numbers. To support this expansion, we
have identified two major needs at our facility. The first project is to replace existing batting
cages with newly-constructed enclosed batting cages with an estimated cost of $150,000
(materials $80,000 and labor $70,000). This would alow year-round practice at our facility.
The second project is the addition of field lighting at our senior league field. Many of our
games on thisfield are ended early due to sunlight limitations. The addition of field lighting
would allow for full games and also present expanded opportunities to encourage local youth
to remain engaged in playing baseball. The estimated cost for the field lighting is $150,000
(light poles and fixtures $100,000, foundations and installation $50,000).
