It provides food access to over 10,882 residents, operating Monday through 
Friday from 10 AM to 6 PM. Additionally, we offer free composting services, with 7,024 
residents participating. Our job training and mentoring services for youths aged 16-23 have 
seen 445 applicants, with 35 completing the five-week program and 16 currently employed 
with 4MyCity.    Opening a second facility in District 12B will extend these crucial services to 
a new community, improving food security, reducing organic waste, and providing valuable 
job training opportunities for local youths. This expansion will help us further our mission of 
promoting environmental sustainability and supporting community resilience.

We are excited to announce our plan to open a second Zero Waste to Zero Hunger Facility in 
District 12B. Our first facility, located in Baltimore, has been a success, serving over 10,882 
residents with onsite food access distribution from Monday through Friday, 10 AM to 6 PM. 
Additionally, we offer free composting services, with 7,024 participating residents, and 
provide job training and mentoring services for youths aged 16-23. So far, 445 applicants 
have participated in our program, with 35 completing the five-week course and 16 currently 
employed with 4MyCiTy. We are eager to replicate and expand these services in District 12B 
to further our mission of environmental sustainability and food security. This facility will be 
able to distribute up to 100,000 pounds of food daily and compost up to 6000 pounds of 
residential food scraps daily using our advanced composting technology. this facility will 
have expanded 4MyCiTy U! Job training and mentoring program services
