Funds will be used 
for the acquisition, planning, design, construction, expansion, repair, renovation, 
reconstruction, site improvement, and capital equipping ofCamp Conowingo facilities and 
grounds, with priority given to improvements that enhance accessibility; upgrade and 
modernize utility systems including electrical, water, and communications infrastructure; 
repair and renovate aging structures; improve fire safety and emergency egress; and enhance 
sanitation and restroom facilities, along with related site, security, and infrastructure 
improvements necessary to support safe and effective camp operations.
