Explanation: This language authorizes the use of $23.5 million in premiums from the sale of State
general obligation bonds in fiscal 2019 of which $10.0 million is to be used to fund public school
safety improvements in public school buildings statewide; $10.0 million is to be used to fund heating,
ventilation, and air conditioning improvements in Baltimore City public school buildings; and
$3.5 million is to be used for grants to nonpublic schools for safety enhancements based on eligibility.
