On behalf of RESOLVE: The National Infertility Association, I am writing to express 

our strong support for Senate Bill 215, an Act concerning Maryland Department of 

Health – Birth Registration – Gestational Carriers. 

 

SB 215 codifies the birth certificate process in cases involving gestational carrier 

births.  Establishing a clear and simplified administrative process benefits all parties 

involved, including the Department of Health, the parents, and especially the 

children, whose privacy would also be better protected.
