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The Maryland Association of Counties (MACo) SUPPORTS HB 537. This bill would, among 

other provisions, create a grant program aiding homeowners, local governments, and 

nonprofit organizations in mitigating against water damage caused by extreme weather. 

Extreme weather events have become more and more commonplace as climate change has 

worsened. In Maryland, significant flooding events have resulted in the ruin of numerous 

homes and businesses. To date, the State of Maryland and its county governments have mostly 

provided aid after the fact.  

HB 537 would create an invaluable tool to prevent the damage inflicted by extreme weather, 

ensuring it is limited and potentially avoided altogether. This bill will protect our shared 

communities.
