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HB1262—TALBOT COUNTY—SPEED MONITORING SYSTEMS—INTERSECTION OF MARYLAND ROUTE 333
(OxFORD ROAD) AND BONFIELD AVENUE

Introduction

HB1262 would authorize the town of Oxford to operate a traffic speed safety camera.

Background
