My name is Seojin Oh. I am a sophomore at Eastern Technical High School, and I am a 1.5 
generation Korean American. I am also a member of the League of Korean Americans (LOKA). 
I write in strong support of HB0770 to establish January 13th as Korean American Day in 
Maryland. 
 
As a 1.5 generation Korean American, this bill is very relevant to me and so many people around 
me. 1.5 generation Korean Americans are the individuals who bridge the gap between the 
first-generation (immigrant parents) and the second-generation (born in the U.S.). Due to this 
circumstance, I have experienced a blend of both Korean and American culture and have a 
bicultural upbringing that brings me very close to this bill.  
 
As a daughter of a true first-generation Korean American, I have grown up seeing the hard and 
effortful work that each individual and group puts into their life in America. In the Korea Towns, 
and Asian markets I am able to see not only my parents as a hardworking contributor, but all the 
other Korean Americans who have come to join and form a community of resilience, and 
dedication for a better future.
