16 and 17 year olds can serve as election judges with parental permission and earn payment for
that work. ! Frederick County specifically states Be an Election Worker - You can earn money
for your public service by working as an election judge (worker). *

This bill Authorizing a public school student in the State both to earn hours toward the service-
learning graduation requirement and to receive election judge compensation for service as an
election judge. The Maryland State Department of Education has the Maryland Service-Learning
Graduation Requirement - Maryland Public Schools 3

The Code of Maryland Regulations (COMAR) is the official compilation of all
administrative regulations issued by agencies of the state of Maryland.

Regulations governing the Maryland State Department of Education (MSDE) fall under
Title 13A.

This bill will now make the hours of service as an election worker a qualified service learning for
high school graduation requirements.

It will accomplish this goal by authorizing a public-school student in the State both to earn hours
toward the service-learning graduation requirement and to receive election judge compensation
for service as an election judge. Maryland can make civic service a qualifying item.

I respectfully urge this committee to return a favorable report on HB#/0662.
