5. International implications: citizens from over 90 nations perished on 9/11. 

6. Attack on our freedoms and institutions ... painful reminder that "Freedom is not Free." 

7. The death toll of first responders who have died of 9/11 related illness now exceeds the 9/11 
death toll (3,000+ ... source: https://theconversation.com/20-years-on-9-11-responders-are-
still-sick-and-dying-166033 ).
